(DIN: 0510264 1) as an Additional Director, liable to retire by rotation with effect from September 21, 2023. Initially, he
was appointed as an Executive Director but in the meeting of Board of Directors dated November 18, 2023, his
designation got changed from Executive Director to Non-Executive Non-Independent Director due to pre-occupancy
elsewhere.

In accordance with the provisions of Section 161 of the Act read with the applicable rules made thereunder and the
Articles of Association of the Company, Mr. Ritesh Kumar Gupta being an Additional Director, holds office up to the
date of the consent of members of the company. Mr. Ritesh Kumar Gupta will not be entitled for any remuneration as
per company policy for non-executive directors except sitting fees for attending Board Meetings.

Mr. Ritesh Kumar Gupta is not disqualified from being appointed as a Director in terms of Section 164 of the Act and
has given his consent to act as a Director. He is not debarred from holding the office of a Director by virtue of any order
of the Securities and Exchange Board of India or any other such authority.

Mr. Ritesh Kumar Gupta brings with him rich experience in the field of Agri Commodities business which will be
beneficial for the company in the long run.

None of the Directors or Key Managerial Personnel or their Relatives are concerned or interested, financially or
otherwise in the Resolution.

approval of the Shareholders by way of a Special Resolution, which is valid for a period of one year for all the offers
and invitations for such CCDs/NCDs/other Debt Securities issued during the year.



In order to meet the Capital Adequacy Requirement of the Company for the purpose of business expansion and to tap
the enormous growth potential in the market, the Company had been exploring various avenues of funding Therefore,
it would be necessary for the Company to raise funds in one or more tranches.

In order to provide necessary flexibility regarding borrowings of the Company in an optimal manner depending on the
market conditions, it is proposed to borrow and raise by issue of unsecured/secured Compulsory Convertible Debentures
(CCDs) /Non-Convertible Debentures (NCD)/other Debt Securities on private placement basis, as may be appropriate
from time to time.

Your Directors recommend the said Resolution for your approval as a Special Resolution under Section 42, 62, and
71 other applicable provisions, if any, of the Act read with the Rules made thereunder, to enable the Company to make
one or more offers or Invitations to subscribe to the CCDs/NCDs/other Debt Securities on a private placement basis,
in one or more tranches, during the period of one year from the date of passing of Special Resolution, within the
overall borrowing limits of the Company, as approved by the Members from time to time, with authority to the Board of
Directors including the Committee of Directors or any other Committee of the Board, to determine the terms and
conditions, including the issue price of the CCDs/NCDs/other Debt Securities.
